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When Cutting Wurlitzer reeds, first measure and mark the length with our reed chart which can be found on our website. 
 Next you want to file the edges to make sure the end is straight, with no sharp edges. This will ensure proper oscillation and tone.

Before applying solder, you will want to file the top end of the reed where the solder will go to help the solder stick to the reed. (This is very important that you get a good scratch coat) You can use a regular hand file, or a Dremel with a sanding bit. You can tell which side the solder should be applied to by the slope in the reed.  The side with the slope is the side that should have the solder.

After the reed has been prepared, use the reed mold to apply solder to the reed. You do this by filling the hole of the reed mold with solder using a soldering iron and solder. Once solder is hot liquid, apply the reed on top of the liquid solder. Let sit for 10-20 seconds and pull off. File into pyramid shape, and finally tune it and install it into the piano.
